PARENTAL REQUEST FOR LOAN OF STATE TEXTBOOKS

A student or parent must request the free loan of state-supplied textbooks through completion of the student request form at the school where the student is in attendance before the child can use any of the above.

The District form is to be signed by either the parent or the student.  If the student signs the request form, the parent should be provided with a copy to ensure they have been informed about the purpose of this program and the right to withdraw.

This form is to be kept on file in the school of attendance.  The forms are to be filed together by grade and moved to the next district school with promotion.  These files are to be checked annually to ensure that every child in the district (K-12) has a signed form on file.

These forms are to be kept on file for three (3) years following the student’s exit from the school district.
